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Sciences and Arts; GERC also proposes having an \interdisciplinary"” Humanities/Arts/Social Sciences
bucket. She received quite good response from around the university.

GERC proposes that the current \Perspectives" requirement be replaced with the following require-
ment:

Students must take 5 3-credit courses: one course from a \Humanities" list, one course from
a \Social Sciences" list, one course from an \Arts" list, and two other courses, either from the
Humanities/Social Science/Arts list, or from a list of interdisciplinary courses that combine
(some of) those three areas.

Courses satisfying this requirement may also be used to satisfy major or minor requirements,
but not degree requirements.

A resolution supporting the general idea of buckets (but not the speci cs of the implementation as
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Have Faculty Senate pass a resolution approving the basic idea of buckets to replace the
current PHC requirements (on the agenda)

Develop a collection of outcomes for each proposed bucket, perhaps by convening ad hoc
committees from CLA for each of the buckets Humanities, Social Science, Arts, Interdis-
ciplinary

Develop a process for determining whether a proposed course satis es the outcomes for
the bucket it is proposed for
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
